The biggest problem we get asked about is how to unlock Word Weaver. You need to enter your licensing number exactly as well as your name (the name you gave us when you purchased the software). If you don’t enter it exactly, the software will not unlock. If this is the problem, go back and make sure the number entered matches the licensing number sent when the product was paid for. Next, check that the name you enter matches exactly the name you gave us.

Let’s Get Started!

Word Weaver allows users to create a custom crossword puzzle using their own words and only their words. Let’s create a new puzzle! Start Word Weaver 1.0. After starting the program, in the FILE pull-down menu, select NEW PUZZLE. The Puzzle Builder window will now appear with the cursor flashing in the Title text field. Enter a title for the puzzle. The title will appear at the top of the crossword puzzle.

Users will notice that the Puzzle Window has two columns. The first column is labeled Puzzle Words, and the second column is labeled Clues. Enter the words to be included in the puzzle. If users wish to enter a multiple word entry (e.g., San Francisco), enter the phrases with no spaces between words (e.g., sanfrancisco)—capitalization doesn’t matter for Puzzle Words. Now, take a few minutes to enter as many words as you wish to appear in the puzzle.

After users enter a puzzle word, they need to enter a clue for the word in the Clues column: e.g., City near the Golden Gate Bridge. If users can’t think of a good clue, try a thesaurus for synonyms for one-word puzzle words (e.g., puzzle word=creepy; clue=scary), or Google the puzzle word and see what information can be learned. Users are bound to find something to use as a clue.

When users have entered all the puzzle words and clues they wish, we recommend they select the SPELLING CHECKER button from the interface to check for any embarrassing spelling errors that your students will definitely catch. Users can choose to ignore, replace, or add words to Word Weaver’s Dictionary. Your last step is to select the PUZZLE CREATE button to create your puzzle!! Once created and SAVED (remember to do this—always save your file first as a Word Weaver .wwf file), users can use the Publish Puzzle dialog box to publish the puzzle to the Internet, as a JPEG image, as a PDF, or email the puzzle to a friend as an attachment to an email message.

You have now completed your own crossword puzzle!! Congratulations!! You may want to take time to learn about some of the other features of the program by reading the online help.
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
